Environment with the aim to create awareness about plastic bag pollution among the students of
the college and people of Chikhaldara and to make town of Chikhaldara entirely plastic free.
With the aim above we started this activity as the name Say no te plastic bags by collecting
pictures and photographs related to plastic pollution and make power point presentation and
shown to our students. Then targeted more the number of students by showing presentation
residing over hostel area in Chikhaldara. With the help of our students we collected old cloths by
visiting door to door and stitched the cloth bags, also we received some cloth bags from one of
NGO SAAD. Then we distributed this cloth bags among the tourist and also the people of
Chikhaldara and insist them to use only cloth bags to avoid plastic pollution. We expand this
activity in the year 2015 with the aim to make this beautiful city of Chikhaldara entirely plastic
free and rename this activity as plastic free environment. We organized awareness rally in
Chikhaldara on 2nd of October with the help of Nagar Parishad, also one of awareness program
in padyatra and targeted more the number of people by means of power point presentation in
annual paryatan mahotsava. We continued the same activity in the year 2016 and 2017 and
targeted our students and aware them about plastic bags pollution and insist to use only cloth
bags.
